Set of hex wrenches, set of Torx drivers, and set of combination wrenches.

Strictly observe the following guidelines in order to use the 
product properly and avoid potentially dangerous accidents.

Procedure
STEP 1	 Park the motorcycle on a hard, level surface 
& turn off the ignition. 

Right Side Procedure
STEP 2	 Open the saddlebag lid, and remove the two 
Torx head screws that secure the tether strap to the lid 
shown in PIC.1. Set these screws aside, they will be re-
used.

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INSTALLATION

CAUTION!	 Avoid damage to the motorcycle.  Protect painted surfaces with a soft cloth or blanket.

STEP 3	 Note the orientation of the lock and remove the screws that secure it to the latch assembly, 
remove the lock and screws, set them aside; they will be re-installed later. (See PIC.2.)

STEP 4	 Remove the nut shown in PIC.2, this will not be used again.

STEP 5	 Close the lid and hold onto the faceplate while removing the two Torx screws 
shown in PIC.3. These screws will not be used again.

STEP 6	 Place the right (left) latch cover on the latch assembly, lining up the holes; install 
two of the included 8-32 x 1/4” BHCS screws through the holes on the outside of the latch 
cover, do not fully tighten yet.  (See PIC.4.)
 
STEP 7	 Open the lid and install a 8-32 x 1/4” BHCS screw from the hardware kit in the 
front hole (shown in PIC.2.) do not fully tighten the screw at this point.

STEP 8	 Re-install the lock, making sure to install it in the correct orientation. Secure with the 
two screws that were removed in STEP 3. 

STEP 9	 Secure the tether strap to the lid, using the two screws that were removed in STEP 2. 

STEP 10	Fully tighten the screws from STEP 6, STEP 7, and STEP 8. 

STEP 11	Check to make sure that the lid, latch and lock all function properly.

STEP 12	Choose one of the styles of the included inserts.

ATTENTION!	Ensure the area of installation is free of grease, oil, dirt or other debris to ensure 
proper adhesion. Küryakyn WILL NOT warranty any parts lost due to improper 
installation.

ATTENTION!	The adhesive will not bond correctly if applied at temperatures less than 50°F. 
Do not attempt this installation in temperatures less than 50°F.

STEP 13	Clean the area shown in PIC.5 with one of the included alcohol pads and allow the 
area to dry completely. 

STEP 14	Rub the backing of the adhesive pad, to activate the catalyst before removing the 
backing and applying the emblem.

STEP 15	Place the emblem on the latch accent, making sure that the holes in the back of the 
emblem fit onto the placement pins, (see PIC.5.)

STEP 16	Hold in place for one (1) minute to ensure proper adhesion. Full bond strength will 
occur within 24 hours. 

STEP 17	Repeat STEP 2 through STEP 16 for the left side.
